LESSON 96: It has been a difficult journey for Moses. His flock, Israel,
has remained spiritually infantile and disobedient to God. They have
wined, complained, and accused God, as well as Moses, of evil
intentions. None of those 20 years old and up would enter The Promised
Land, except Joshua and Caleb. Even Moses and Aaron were banned
from the land because of their own disobedience toward God. Our story
continues in Numbers 20.
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
